What outside Youth
Organizations are Evendale
involved with?

How are complaints handled?

Complaints are handled on an individual basis.

In person meeting is preferred, but phone calls
and emails are used to follow up at appropriate
times.

Meeting is set up with coach and
complaint is heard by CYSA, who
then determines the appropriate
next step. Director and Recreation
Commission may help resolve the
complaint.
