Jr. Northeastern Tennis League (Jr NETL)
Information and Fact Sheet

The Jr. NETL was formed in 2004 to allow youth 16 years and younger to gain match experience without paying the higher fees involved with the USTA leagues and tournaments.

The Village of Evendale teams are RECREATIONAL.  Members of the team must be Evendale residents and cannot be ranked tournament players.
Skills necessary:

*  Must be able to hold a consistent rally.

*  Must be able to serve.

*  Must be able to keep score.

If instructors see fit, they may ask a player to move to lessons if they need some improvement before placing them in a match setting.  

Practices are held twice a week starting in the middle May after school and then once school is out they are held during the day.  Children that wish to play in matches are asked to attend at least one practice per week.  Please notify tennis coach of any vacation dates or conflicts that they will need to schedule around.

After School practices are typically held on T & TH  4 – 5 p.m.

Summer practice schedules are typically (may change)

Boys M & TH  11:30 – 12:30 p.m.

Girls M & W 
10:30 – 11:30 a.m.

Matches are held at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesdays for the Boys and Wednesdays for the Girls.

There are typically 7 weeks of matches – starting 2nd/3rd week of June, depending on school schedule and will end the 2nd week of August.   A single elimination tournament will be held for the top 4 teams the 2nd week of August.

Starting the 2nd week of play – doubles matches are introduced and added to the schedule.

1 – 12 and under doubles match

All members of the team, meeting the above criteria will get equal playing time during the season.
