A
General Regulations

1.  All girls matches will be played at 1:00 p.m. on Tuesdays and all boys’ matches will be played at 1:00 p.m. on Wednesdays.  Mutual agreement of the managers is required to change the time and date.  Reschedule matches if at all possible.  Consider other times and days if necessary to avoid defaults.
2.  There will be two (2) singles matches played in each of the following age classifications:  Ages:
16 years old




14 years old




12 years old

Beginning with the second (2nd) week of play…one Doubles match per age division will be played.  8 game pro-sets for all match, singles and doubles, with no-ad scoring.  If captains agree upon, doubles match may be played prior to second week.   No time limit for singles matches the first week.  1 hour time limit for doubles.  ½ hour time limit for each singles match. Warm-up of 5-10 minutes, including serves not included in match time.  Home team coach will keep time.

Order of play:  Singles, then doubles.

3.  Each team will consist of as many players as a manager can enroll and handle.  Managers should rank their players in each age group by ability.  Rosters are due by June 8th to the Evendale Recreation Center.  You may add or release players up to June 25th by submitting a player release form.

4.  The home team will furnish three (3) new balls for each match.  (Two may be used.)  Balls must be USTA approved.

5.  Entry fee is $60.  This can be paid by check or money order made out to the Village of Evendale.

6.  Each team must be accompanied by a person 18 years of age of older at all matches who will remain for the duration of the match to provide supervision and make necessary arrangements.  Failure of the team to have an older person present shall cause that team to forfeit the entire match.
7.  Only those players on the roster are eligible.  Failure to list the birthdate of a player makes him or her ineligible.  Managers who wish to add to the list may do so by completing an addition/release form.  
8.  Players with a city ranking (GCTA yearbook) 1st – 20th are not eligible to compete in this league.

9.  End of season playoffs will be at least the top two teams in each division.

B
Rules of Play

1.  The manager of the team playing away from home must call the home team manager the day prior by 5:00 p.m. to assure court availability and confirm arrangements.  If a problem arises as to court forfeits, please notify opposing manager.  If a home team does not have an adequate amount of courts, the scheduled match should be played at the away team’s court.

2.  Managers should exchange lists of rankings of their team prior to beginning of each match.  There will be no fixed rankings.  If the No.1 player of a team in a particular age group is absent, the most able player from that age group will play in the first position. Players in a lower age group may always play in a higher age group provided the manager feels the ability exists.  Players may not play down.

3.  The team coach (or supervisor) at the matches is the only person allowed to coach a player.  No parent or other players may coach.  The coach may talk to their players during the 90-second change over only. (High School Tennis Rules).
4.  Matches between those competing in all age brackets will be with an 8 game pro-set.  In a pro-set, it is the first player to win eight (8) games by two (2).  At seven-seven, a twelve point tiebreaker will be used.

5.  If the first two sets of a match are “split”, players are entitled to a ten-minute rest period before commencing with the third set.  Managers are cautioned to withdraw players who show signs of undue fatigue or stress.
6.  Good Sportsmanship on and off the courts should be emphasized to all players by managers.  Poor sportsmanship should not be tolerated by the manager of the player in question.  
7.  Failure to show 30 minutes after the scheduled game will forfeit the match.  Call ahead to alert other team of any possible travel problems.  
8.  Please try to keep defaults to a minimum.  All defaults by either the home or away team must be phoned to the opposing coach by 5 p.m. the day before scheduled match.  Failure to report default will be held against your team in the final standings.  Do not call the opposing manager just before a match to tell them that one or more of the classifications will not be represented.  Instead please call a day or more in advance if possible.  At a later date defaults may be held against your team in the standings.

C
Reporting Scores

1.  After each team match, the manager of the winning team is to email:  kristen.maiden@evendaleohio.org within 48 hours of the match to report the score.  Each team should also send the post card into the Evendale Recreation Center immediately following the match.  Both captains must sign scorecard to be official.  Failure to follow procedure will result in forfeiture of that match.
2.  If either team wishes to challenge the eligibility of a player of any other matter concerning the match, it is necessary for the manager of that team to submit a written report of the names of all players and results of each individual match.  Challenges of any kind must be made in writing.

3.  Any written communication should be made to Kristen Maiden, Evendale Recreation Department, 10500 Reading Road, Cincinnati, OH  45241.

4.  The team winning the most total games from all sets, wins the team match.  Should a player sustain an injury during a match, the opponent player receives a score of 8 & injured player receives the games won at the time of retirement.
D
Regular Season Champion Determination
1.  The Regular Season Champion in each flight will be the team with the best won/loss record.


2.  The tie Break procedure:



a.  Head-to-head match results


b.  Total games won



c.  Game differential in matches among the tied teams


d.  Flip a coin

3.  If a team drops out after the season begins, no past or future matches against this team will count in the standings for the remaining teams.

Tournament Play – playoffs will involve at least the top 4 teams; two teams from each division-doubles and singles.  Schedule for tournament will be available towards end of season.   Matches will be played at the Evendale Recreation courts.  Playoff week will be August 7-10.
*Tournament players must have played at least one match during regular season.  

*If invited to tournament, team must supply 6 new cans of balls.  Any unused cans will be returned.

*Format:  45 minute time limit.  Pro-Set, No-Ad Scoring, Tiebreak at 7 all.

E
Awards – Individual awards will be given to the top winning team in league play.  Trophies will be awarded to the winning team in the tournament.

F
Rainout Procedure
1. If rain is in the forecast, the decision to play will be made by the home team no later than one hour prior to the scheduled match time.

2. If the team decides to play the match indoors, the home team is responsible for all court costs.

3. If a match is cancelled, the make-up match must be played within 7 days- please notify Evendale Recreation of scheduled date and time.

4. If play begins but is interrupted by rain, those courts in play will begin at the exact point of stoppage on the make-up date.  The players involved in the interrupted matches must be the same players to finish the set on the make-up date.  If a player cannot play on the make-up date, the set must be forfeited.  The player receiving the default receives 8 games and the defaulting player is awarded any games won prior to the stoppage of play.

5. New players may be substituted for sets that had not started prior to the rain delay.

6. It is at the home coach’s discretion if play can be completed that day.
