Northland Ice Rink is Cincinnati’s oldest year round Ice Skat-
ing Rink. It opened its doors in 1973 and has been home to the 
local youth hockey association, the Queen City Figure Skating 
Club, Northland Figure Skating Academy, Cincinnati Adult 
Hockey League and Learn to Skate Cincinnati.  

If you want to learn to skate around the rink or try and make 
the Olympics (we have had 2 from our rink) or play recreation 
hockey or play professional ( 6 have played in the pro ranks) 
you can learn here. We also have Public Skating sessions eve-
ryday with all day sessions over the holiday breaks.
